Exercise 2
Go to the American Psychological Association’s link to the PsycINFO database (http://www.apa.org/pubs/databases/psycinfo/index.aspx). Click on the PsycINFO button. Go to the advanced search tab and use the content fields “Tests and Measures” and “abstracts”. Conduct a search on an assessment topic of your choice.  For example, the search “Self esteem” in “Tests and Measures” AND “Assessment” in “Abstract”  yields the abstracts of several studies pertaining to Psychological Testing. 
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Once you have found search terms that yield a suitable set of abstracts, answer the following questions. 
1. What search terms did you use?
2. List 2 studies that you found.
3. What are the assessments included in these studies?
4. What type of assessments/measurements are they (e.g., intelligence, aptitude, achievement, personality, etc.?)
