1. Write four questions that you think would measure your definition of that construct

3. Write four additional questions based on the new definition and compare them to the questions you wrote in step 2.  Could you use all 8 of the questions on the same test?  Why or why not?

4. What would the impact be on internal consistency of the test if you did use all 8 questions on the same test?
