Speech Preparation Worksheet:
Questions to Consider When Constructing a Speech
· Will the audience find my topic to be interesting and/or significant to their lives? What will my audience gain from listening to my speech?
· What might my audience know about my topic, and what attitudes, values, and beliefs might they have that could affect their perception of my speech? How will their knowledge, attitudes, values, and beliefs affect the construction of my speech?

· What is the general purpose of my speech (e.g., to inform, to persuade, to entertain, etc.)? Is it the type of general purpose the assignment calls for?

· Do I begin my speech with an attention-getter? Will it encourage my audience to listen to my speech?

· Is my thesis statement one sentence? Is it clear?

· Do I have the correct amount of main points the assignment calls for? Do they adequately address my topic? Is each main point distinct from the other main points?

· Have I included transitions throughout my speech that smoothly segue into different parts of my speech?

· Will my audience find my sources credible? Are my sources current and/or relevant to my topic and support the claims I make? 
· Does my speech address a sensitive or controversial issue(s)? If so, in what ways have I constructed my speech so that it does not prevent my peers and I from engaging in a respectful dialogue about the topic after my presentation?
· Does my conclusion thoroughly summarize my main points and encourage my audience to think more about the topic after my speech is over? 

· Am I familiar enough with my speech, so I will appear competent and confident to my audience?

· Overall, have I followed the criteria for the assignment outlined by my instructor?
