Speech Preparation Worksheet: 

Questions to Consider When Choosing a Presentational Aid
· Does the presentational aid complement your message? Will it help the audience understand your message, or is it distracting?
· If you’re using technology to show your presentational aid, do you have a back-up plan in case the technology fails?

· If you have a handout or PowerPoint slides, is the font large enough so that people who are visually impaired can read the text?
· Is it possible that the presentational aid will harm someone? Remember, many weapons are prohibited in public spaces. Many animals are also prohibited, and some people are allergic to cats and dogs. It is always best to consult with your instructor before bringing animals or weaponry to a classroom.  

· Will you need a volunteer to help you with the presentational aid (e.g., to turn the lights off if showing a video, to pass out a handout, etc.)? Have you asked someone to volunteer yet? Will you have a chance to practice using your presentational aid with the volunteer?

· Will you have a chance to practice using your presentational aid while at the same time presenting your speech?
