2) Did the emerged groups make theoretical sense?

3) What would be the appropriate labels for the groups?

ANSWERS:

1) How many groups were detected by the hierarchical cluster analysis?

TWO Groups emerged from the analysis
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2) Did the emerged groups make theoretical sense?

YES...the diseases were differentiated by medium of travel
3) What would be the appropriate labels for the groups?

The First group would be labeled Blood-borne diseases while the second group would be labeled Airborne infections/diseases.
