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been for the officer to enter various chat rooms, 
pretending to be a child, usually between the 
ages of 6 and 14. The officer will spend a great 
deal of time chatting and interacting with oth-
ers in an attempt to lure potential groomers (i.e., 
pedophiles). Another method is when the officer 
arranges a meeting between the groomer and the 
undercover officer, whom the groomer believes to 
be a child.185

Another important facet to investigating cyber-
crime involves search warrants. It is essential 
that operating systems, storage devices, and hard 
specifications be clearly articulated in the devel-
opment of a comprehensive search warrant.186 
For instance, investigators may seize additional 
evidence under the “plain view” exception to 
search warrant requirements. In reference to 
computers, however, the concept of “plain view” 
may not be as clear. The case of United States 
v. Carey (1998) illustrated this point. Patrick
