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perpetuate his group, and as a result, his activities have crossed into several 
regions in central Africa, including the DRC. It is thought that his group has 
most recently been hiding out in South Sudan as new leadership in the country 
seeks peace. The US ambassador to the United Nations (UN), Samantha Power, 
suggested that the actions of Boko Haram and their abduction of over 200 Nige-
rian schoolgirls in 2014 was inspired by the “monstrous tactics” of the LRA.16

Failed States

Under extreme pressure both politically and economically, nation-states have 
frequently been destroyed by the turmoil of ethnic conflict. While global con-
flict on a grand scale has diminished since the Cold War ended, ethnic conflict 
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
