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The State Committee is the “controlling  
committee” of the Ohio Republican  Party. 
The function of the Central  Committee is 
to coordinate party and  candidate efforts; 
arrange for statewide  rallies, meetings, 
and campaign tours;  provide instructions 
and information  to party workers; help 
raise campaign  funds; provide facilities 
and assistance  for candidates; and 
establish and  promote activities of 
auxiliary party  groups. Several standing 
committees  are elected by the members to 
advise  and govern the State Committee’s  
activities. Among them are the Policy  
Committee, Fiscal Review Committee,  
Audit Committee, Budget Oversight  
Committee, Chairman and Vice Chairman  
Review Committee, and the State  
Convention Arrangements Committee.

were a lot more than just brand identifiers and 
fundraisers. Many of the social services now 
provided by local governments, such as food 
assistance and job placement, were the province 

of political parties throughout much of the 19th 
century.
