
On March 21, the Senate accepts 
compromise on the bill for new amount 

of $151,000.
The House accepts compromise on the bill on March 26.

In the summer of 1995, Henderson, Minnesota, 
students discover deformed frogs during a field trip near the Minnesota River. 

Their findings make headlines in the area.

These headlines prompt the Minnesota Pollution Control 
Agency to ask for more state funding to research the problem.

On April 2, 1996, Gov. Arne Carlson 
signs the bill into law.

On April 3, the frog bill becomes a new Minnesota law.

On January 25, 1996, Rep. Willard Munger of Duluth introduces 
a bill in the House that would give the Pollution Control Agency 

$50,000 to fund research into the cause of the deformities.Four days later a similar bill is 
introduced in the Senate by 

Steven Morse of Dakota.

As a result of the testimony, Rep. Virgil Johnson of Caledonia
adds an amendment to the House bill requesting an additional

$28,000 to fund surveys and public outreach, bringing the
requested amount up to $78,000.

Students from the Henderson school appear at the state 
capitol in St. Paul to testify in front of the 24-member

House Environment and Natural Resources Committee in support 
of the proposal. They share photos of the deformed frogs, 

and tell legislators about what such deformities might indicate
about the pollution hazards for the human population.

A similar process takes 
   place in the Senate.

The bill is referred to the 14-member House 
Environment and Natural Resources Finance Committee.

The bill passes the 20-member
House Ways and Means Committee.

In the House, the amount of funding requested for frog research 
bill ultimately grows to $201,000 to cover the costs of research 

into additional pollution sites uncovered in the wake of the
students’ discovery and the subsequent reporting in the media. 

At this point, the bill is part of a package of bills related to 
environmental spending.

The bill is approved by the Senate Finance 
Committee on February 26, 1996. 

Senate allocates $123,000 in funding.

On February 28, the Senate passes the frog study bill.

The frog study bill is approved by the 
Senate Environment and Natural Resources 

Committee on February 23, 1996.

The House Environment and Natural 
Resources Committee approves the frog 

study bill on February 8, 1996.

On March 6, the House passes the frog study bill.
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
