IMPORTANCE OF CLASSROOM 
MANAGEMENT

➊	 Provide at least three strategies needed to become an effective classroom manager.

Much research over the past several decades has indicated that classroom management is one 
of the most important factors impacting students’ learning and achievement (Brophy, 1998; 
Freiberg, 2013; Wang, Haertel, & Walberg, 1993; Marzano, Marzano, & Pickering, 2003). 
A well-managed classroom allows students to focus on the learning process rather than time-
wasting transitions, disruptions from others, or a student’s own internal disruptions such as day-
dreaming. In short, effective teachers keep their classroom focused on learning. There are several 
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
