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Spelling is another problem area for students with learning disabilities. They may 
omit certain letters or add incorrect ones. Auditory memory and discrimination dif-
ficulties are thought to be part of the reason for their problem.

Spoken Language
Persons with learning disabilities frequently experience difficulties with oral expression— 
a problem that can affect both academic performance and social interactions.
