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to remove politics from the process as much as possible and, more importantly, to 
prohibit the members of the state legislature from drawing their own district lines.  
In doing so, the expectation is to limit gerrymandering and incumbency. Several types 
of commissions exist. Some states, such as Alaska, Colorado, and Vermont, establish 
a commission from nominations made by the governor, state supreme court justices, 
and/or members of the legislature. In states such as Arkansas and Ohio, members of 
the state executive branch, such as the governor and attorney general, make up the
