Course description
This course will provide students with an overview of the criminal justice system, including the historical development, present status, and suggested reforms.  Topics covered will include the duties and functions of actors in the criminal justice system, including victim, offender, police, prosecuting and defense attorneys, courts, and corrections.  Also covered is the criminal justice process from the formation of laws to the final stages of the treatment of criminals.

A. Quizzes (10% of grade)

To motivate you to keep up with the course material, the Professor will administer a handful of short, unannounced Pop Quizzes throughout the semester.  It is possible that there will be more than five quizzes, and the lowest quiz scores can be dropped and only count the five best scores towards the final grade. There will be NO make-up quizzes given. Only students in attendance will be allowed to take the quizzes. 

B.  Discussion Questions Review (10% of grade):

Students will be divided into groups and assigned chapters to cover for review for the exam. The groups will develop 10 short answer discussion questions from the chapters assigned.  Due dates are on the calendar below. On the discussion date, the group will lead the class in a discussion about the questions that were distributed.  This will be used as a review session before each exam.

C. Midterm Exam (30% of grade):


The midterm exam will cover questions from Chapters 1-8.

D. Final Exam (30% of grade):


The final exam will cover questions from Chapters 9-15.  

E. Research Paper (20% of grade):
This paper should be approximately 7 double-spaced, typed pages; it is an APA-style 

(6th ed.) paper addressing one area of the criminal justice system of your choice.  The focus of the paper is to provide a literature review on your topic and identify a problem/issue with this topic.  Once the problem has been identified, discuss possible improvements and policy implications.
