along with other statistical symbols. Explain the role of 0 as a placeholder in the
presentation of results where the finding can theoretically be greater than 1 and
where it cannot. Explain the rounding rules. Explain how to present a result where
the printout shows p = .0000. What happens if you always round up (or not)? Find-
ings should be presented in the text or in a table but not both. How many results
of a particular kind (e.g., correlation, Ms, and SDs) should you have before moving
to a table? What is the advantage of presenting findings in a table?
