SPECIALIZED CORRELATIONAL DESIGNS
Up to this point in Chapter 8, we have covered experimental designs (within, mixed, and 
pre–post). Now we will turn to some specialized correlational designs, many of which 
emphasize the idea of taking measurements over multiple points in time.

TIME-SERIES AND INTERRUPTED  
TIME-SERIES DESIGN
In time-series designs, you have many observations on the same variable that are 
conducted consecutively over a period of time (Shadish, Cook, & Campbell, 2002). 
Examples of measures would be “a learning curve, accident rates over a number of 
years, or monthly admission to mental hospitals” (Corsini, 2002, p. 1004). Although
