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If you look back at Figure 10.9, you see that the “OK” is not highlighted (because 
there is nothing indicated on which to perform an operation). After you click the high-
lighted OK button, a new column will appear on the far right end of your data file (see 
Figure 10.11).

As you see (Figure 10.11), you have created a new variable that is the sum of those 
three Padua items. Notice that this is a total. If we wanted to create a mean of those 
three items, we would put the items in the Numeric Expression box as before, but 
this time we would put parentheses around them and then divide that expression by 
3 (see Figure 10.12). Notice that we have given this new target variable a different 
name: PaduaScaleMean.
