Look at the following example showing the Variable View (Figure 10.2) and the Vari-
able View specifying the values we have assigned for Class year (Figure 10.3).

What you see in Figure 10.2 is the Variable View in which we have typed in the 
“Name” and “Label” for three variables (Subject Number, Age, and Class Year), and 
in the case of Class Year, we have specified the values (or levels) for that variable (see 
Figure 10.3). Please note, the “Name” of a variable must be continuous (ClassYear; no 
spaces), whereas the “Label” can include spaces (“Class Year”). SPSS no longer limits 
the number of characters you can have for the variable “Name;” nevertheless, keeping 
variable names somewhat short helps you quickly locate the variable you seek.
