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Again, learning the programs takes time. Figure 5.16 shows part of a Qualtrics survey 
in which the randomizer function is used. This function allows the researcher to ran-
domize the order of presentation of different conditions (contained in separate blocks) 
across participants. Note that there is an initial Block for Consent, the next Block is for 
Instructions, then the Condition (here named “nice photo” or “ugly photo”) would be 
shown (note, only the researcher sees that label), followed by a Block with the DVs (74 
questions), and ending with a Block that contains the Debriefing.
