anchors range from 1 to 4, with a higher number reflecting higher self-esteem, you would 
need to reverse the numbering (i.e., 4 to 1) for the reverse-scored items. Then, all items are 
“going in the same direction”; that is, that for all items a high score means the same thing 
(i.e., endorsement of high self-esteem).

What is the downside to using PsycTESTS? Consider what just happened in Figure 
5.4 (Williams & McCarthy, 2014). That scale came first, by relevance, from our key-
word search. The original Rosenberg Self-Esteem Scale (RSES; 1965), not modified or
