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There are two ways you can enter these data: by column or by row. To 
enter data by column:

1.	 Open the Variable View tab, shown in Figure 1.7. In the Name 
column, enter your variable names as class1, class2, and class3 (note 
that spaces are not allowed) in each row. Three rows should be 
active.

2. 	 Because the data are to the tenths place, go to the Decimals column 
and reduce that value to 1 in each row.

3.	 Open the Data View tab. Notice that the first three columns are now 
labeled with the group names, as shown in Figure 1.8. Enter the data, 
given in Table 1.4, for each class in the appropriate column. The data 
for each group are now listed down each column.
