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3.	 Using the appropriate arrows, move groups into the Fixed Factor(s): box 
to identify the groups. Move length into the Dependent Variable: box.

4.	 Select the Post Hoc option to display a new dialog box, shown in  
Figure 12.11. Here, you can select a post hoc test by moving the 
groups variable into the Display Means for: box. Because we already 
computed post hoc tests using the One-Way ANOVA command, we 
will not do this here. Instead, select Observed power and click Con-
tinue, as shown in Figure 12.11.
