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The SPSS output table, shown in Table 15.14, shows the value of the 
correlation coefficient (r = .400), the p value (p = .011), and the total num-
ber of participants observed (N = 40) for this test. As long as you code and 
weight the dichotomous factors, the Pearson and phi correlation coefficients 
will be identical. To compute the coefficient of determination, square the 
correlation coefficient.
