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are 93, 66, 30, 44, 20, 100, 35, 58, 70, and 81. Let us use SPSS to estimate 
the standard error of these data:

1.	 Click on the Variable View tab and enter reaction in the Name col-
umn. We will enter whole numbers, so reduce the value to 0 in the 
Decimals column.

2.	 Click on the Data View tab and enter the 10 values in the column 
labeled reaction.

3.	 Go to the menu bar and click Analyze, then Descriptive Statistics and 
Descriptives, to display a dialog box.

4.	 In the dialog box, select the reaction variable and click the arrow 
to move it into the box labeled Variable(s): to the right. Click the 
Options . . . tab to bring up a new dialog box.

5.	 In the new dialog box, shown in Figure 7.9, select S.E. mean in the 
Dispersion box and click Continue.

6.	 Select OK, or select Paste and click the Run command.
