Chapter 3 Governing Society: We Know Who You Are

· The section “Will He Bring Balance to The Force” includes a new discussion of bias in the media, such as why news in certain geographic areas may lean right or left and why most news outlets will strive to be in the mainstream and emphasize factual information. It contrasts this with Fox News as an example of an outlet intending to drive political action and the problems posed by this within the wider context.
