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As you no doubt have figured out, R has dozens of ways to enhance the appearance of any graph.10 Let’s 
learn a handful of new ways by sprucing up the Obama.rating~partyid7 plot:

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Another enhanced graphic is at hand (Figure 4.6).

A workable beginning appears in the graphics window (Figure 4.5). The graph retells the story of the mean 
comparison table, capturing the steady decline in Obama ratings across the values of party identification—
interrupted only by the flat line between Weak Democrats and Independent Democrats.
